A MESSAGE FROM RABBI BEN GEIGER 
 

Every Friday Night, I will speak about this weeks parsha, but instead of ending off my drasha with an answer, I will end off with a question for everyone to 
discuss over Shabbos. My answer will be posted on the following weeks’ edition of the QJC WEEKLY handout and on the QJC website 

ANSWER TO LAST WEEK’S QUESTION -  ON PARSHAS KI SAVO 

 Today Is a New Day  
 

The manager walks in to Jack’s cubicle. Jack is apprehensive; a visit from Mr. Smith at 8:45 AM never bodes 
well for the rest of the day. Mr. Smith looks at Jack and begins his long-winded lecture about company 
procedures and protocols with “As I told you today…” There is only one problem, Jack had only been in the 
office for a total of 35 seconds before Mr. Smith joined him in his eight by five cubicle. What did he mean, as 
I told you today? Clearly Mr. Smith is either confused or testing Jack’s ability to withhold his congenital need 
to correct an inaccuracy.  
 

This, strangely, seems to be a repeating problem in the Torah. Several times, Hashem or Moshe address the 
Jewish people with a statement such as “Today I have commanded you” or “As I have commanded you 
today”. These statements, seemingly superfluous (at best) or extraneous (at worst), seem to cry out “explain 
me.” In fact, Rashi comments repeatedly, on these words, an almost identical lesson each time. He explains 
that the Torah is emphasizing that its words must be fresh, new and exciting in our eyes, as if we have just 
received it.  
 

While this sentiment is beautiful, we are left wondering, like a teenager hearing their parents’ lecture on rules 
and responsibility for the twentieth time, why we must be told, ironically, over and over about the need for 
crisp Heavenly service? The Torah does not “waste” words repeating lessons we have already been taught. 
What new lesson is inferred by this repetition?  
 

Rav Yerucham Levovits (Daas Torah) explains that had this lesson been expressed only once or twice we 
might have assumed one of two tragic errors in the message being relayed. First, we may have incorrectly 
determined that the placement of this injunction was specifically designed to limit its implications to the 
mitzvah/mitzvos regarding which it appears. Perhaps, we might have deduced, there was some fundamental 
need to maintain a pristine outlook on these few mitzvos lest they lose something in their fulfillment. Second, 
even if we did not limit the scope of the encouragement for fresh Divine service, we might have 
underestimated its importance. A drasha, as important and central as it is to our halachic process, may have 
been understood as a detail in our mitzvah observance, but nothing more.  
 

In fact, the Torah stresses that this openness to new vistas and insights is crucial to our spiritual growth and 
survival. Without such a weltanschauung, we become stale and stagnant in our relationship with the Divine 
and, as crucially, with our fellow Man. Life must be filled with moving parts, growth, adjustment, challenge 
and change to be true life. We are reminded of this once more in the Torah just before we read the kelalos 
because at their core was our failure to “serve Hashem with joy and a good heart.” We read these words just 
before Rosh Hashanah as a warning, a red flag. This coming year cannot be more of the same, we must be 
constantly changing and adjusting and Rosh Hashana is the time to make sure that we are staying the 
course of Jewish carpe diem; seizing every day as a new opportunity to serve Hashem, learn His Torah and 
keep it.
