Fortunately we have been 
blessed with the opportunity for a new beginning with the arrival of our new Rabbi and 
his lovely family. However, this can only be made a reality with the participation of our 
entire membership. This in turn can only be achieved if we commit ourselves to forgive 
others for differences experienced in the past. How can we ask G-d to forgive us for our 
transgressions, if we are unwilling to forgive each other? 
 
I am hopefully confident that we all will take this step toward forgiveness and commit to 
move forward to make the coming year the first of many, in a continuous revitalization of 
the Queens Jewish Center. 
 
On behalf of the entire Administration, I and my family wish each of you a Happy and 
Healthy New Year.
